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Marijuana Use Increasing Among Broward Girls

For the first time since surveys have
been taken, the percent of Broward
County middle and high school girls
reporting  current  marijuana  use
exceeded the rate for boys. Any
marijuana use in the past 30-days
decreased among Broward male
students from 15.3 % in 2012 to 9.7 %
in 2014 while the rate reported by
female students increased from 10 % to
12.2 % according to the Florida Youth
Substance Abuse Survey (FYSAS).
